(1650 Broadway, at W 51st St.) 
This themey diner serves up things from classic 
American meat loaf and old-fashioned chicken pot 
pie to the rich, creamy shakes. A model-train set 
circles the room, fifties videos play on TVs, and if you 
come at the right time, you’ll be entertained by 
waiters and waitresses singing tableside Elvis and 
Broadway tunes. 
 

Da Rosina 
(342 W. 46th St., near 8th Ave) 

This Restaurant Row standby is a reliable source for 

homemade pasta, chicken and veal cutlets every 

which way, and Italian classics from fried clams to 

tiramisu. A prix-fixe dinner and lunch make it easy 

to splurge on affordable indulgences like spicy 

lobster frutti di mare and broiled sirloin steak.
